New documents about the Electronic Visit Verification (EVV) Proprietary System

The new documents provide an overview of the approval process that a program 
provider or financial management services agency (FMSA) must complete before 
using their own EVV proprietary system. 

By April 1, program providers and FMSAs required to use EVV by the 21st Century 
Cures Act must select an EVV system and submit the appropriate forms to begin the 
onboarding process.
